Have you ever heard about the country Bhutan? It is a small country in the
Himalayas. In this country, people feel happy when they have a good relationship with
family, friends, and people around them. They try to keep the beautiful environment
and their traditions. They think it is good to work for other people. They are satisfied
with such lives and many of them think they are happy. Now Bhutan is famous as “the
happiest country in the world.”

In Japan, some people want to have a lot of money, live in a big house, have a nice car,
and so on. (DThey think they can (‘happy / rich / they / if / be / are ) and have many
things. But now, more people are beginning to think that the relationship with people
around them is more important than money. To have a lot of money is not the only
@criterion of happiness. This idea is also important in Bhutan. I learned a lot from
the people in Bhutan and now I know there are many kinds of happiness.

Our teachers often say to us, “What do you want to be in the future and why?” It is
not an easy question to answer, but now I can understand @an important thing: to think
about our future means to think about what kind of happiness we want to have.

Last summer, I had a work experience at a home for old people. The workers there
said, “The work here is very hard and we are always busy, but we want the old people to
have a happy life here, and that is our happiness, too.” I helped the old people when
they had lunch. I was very happy when they smiled and said, “Thank you.” I learned
that I felt happy when I could make someone else happy.

What do you think about your future job? For example, let’s think about doctors. If
you become a doctor, will you feel happy with a high social status and a lot of money? 1
think that these things are not so important for doctors. If I am a doctor, I will feel
happy when I can help sick people and make them happy. I want to see their smiles
when they leave the hospital.

I got a new way of thinking about my future from the idea of happiness in Bhutan. I
believe this idea is very useful when you think about your future. It will change your

view of happiness.
